Each week you will be asked to find a new poem, copy it neatly onto a piece of paper, memorize it, and recite it to your class on Friday.  You will receive two grades weekly, one for how well you have your poem memorized and the other for cursive handwriting.
How to select a poem

· Your poem must be at least 4 lines long.

· You may occasionally select a Haiku which is only 3 lines.

How to Copy a Poem

· You must include the title of the poem at the top of the page.

· Using your best cursive, copy the poem exactly as you see it in the book you are copying from.

· The sample below would have 1 line for the title, 8 lines in the first stanza, skip a line, 8 lines in the last stanza.
· Include the author’s name at the end of the poem.
